BOX OFFICE COMMISSION

For all tikets bought through thé&ringe Sciety they charge a box office commission of 4% + VAT of gross
box office sales to cover ticket printing and credit charge cards.

Underbelly charges a commission of 3% + VAT of gross box office for all ticket sales through our Box Offi
channelgo cover the same.

JOINT VENUE BROCHURE REGISTRATION

This cost covers the entry in the Joint Venue Brochure which Underbelly produces in conjunction with
Assembly, Gilded Balloon and Pleasafiséng on the edfest.com websi&ndlisting on the EdFest app.

TECHNICAL OPERATORS

We can provide technical operators to operate your show if required, charge2bat ¥ AT per person per
hour. Pleasenote that, due to the busy nature of the venugswill not be the same operator for every
show, as our operators work on a rotating schedtiewever we will try to ensure that all operators who
work on your show have a good knowledge of the cuessiod requirements.
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TECHNICAL EQUIPMENT

We can assist you with hiring any technical equipment or instruments you may neeld th&affeady in

the venue in advance of the festival. We would hire these from our preferred technical supplier and pass
onthe cost to you at settlement. We are also sometimes able to split the cost of this across multiple show:
if there are other companies in the same venue that require the same equipment. Our technical staff can
arrange these hires in the weeks before thstfeal. Please note that any equipment hired through
Underbelly will be subject to a 15gtus VATcommission fee.

FOREIGN ENTERTAINERS TAX

If any of your company members are not UK residents for tax purposes, you may be liable to pay Foreign
Entertaines Tax. This tax obliges Underbelly to withhold a percentage ofrtiss dpox office receipts if
they exceed a certain amount as determined in writing by the Foreign Entertainers Unit to us.

for a reduced tax payment by submitting a form FEUS8. Your expected venae f@mshould be included

as an expense on this form. It can take some time for this form to be processed and for HMRC to confirm
any updated withholding tax rate with us, therefore please ensure you submit this form as soon as possibl
ahead of the festial.

INSURANCE

We take out a full public liability policy for the venue but ask that companies also take out their own third
party liability insurance and insure against the loss/damage of their own equipment

MERCHANDISE

opportunity to tell us about this ahead of the Fringe so our Box Office and Front of House teams can help
